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Channel residents’ calls for more consistent speed limits
in their towns appear to be falling on deaf ears, with no
response from the State Government to a petition tabled
in Parliament a year ago.
Residents in Kettering and in Snug have been pushing for lower

speed limits on the Channel Highway and, with the assistance of
Dean Winter, residents and their community organisations set up
a petition to the State Government.
Hundreds of locals in the D’Entrecasteaux Channel region

signed the petition, which calls for a consistent 50km/h speed
limit in towns on the Channel Highway.
Labor Member for Franklin Dean Winter tabled the petition in

March last year.
Mr Winter said it was disappointing the Government was ignoring

residents’ concerns.
“The fact the Liberal Government has not responded to people

who have taken the time to collect signatures in their local area
is really disappointing,” said Mr Winter. 
“It’s now been 12 months since they received the petition.

“Residents in Kettering and Snug want to boost road safety in
their towns and they have been pushing for this for a long time,”
Mr Winter said.
He said locals had told him of near misses when pulling out of

side streets or driveways, especially in Kettering where bends
and hills make it harder to see oncoming vehicles.
Currently the speed limit through Kettering and Snug is

60km/h while in Margate and Woodbridge it is 50km/h and the
petition calls for a 50km/h limit for town areas on the Channel
Highway.
“These towns are growing and there are more people out and

about,” Mr Winter said. 
“Consistent speed limits would improve safety, including for 

visitors who are not familiar with the road”.
There was a similar long delay before the Government responded

to another petition the locals ran, asking for a footpath to be
installed in Kettering and local are quite frustrated that they are
not getting a response.
The State Government was contacted for comment.

Discover the history of Kingborough Golf Club House 
When the first penal colony in Norfolk Island closed
between 1807 and 1813, many of the convicts and
free settlers were sent to Van Diemen’s Land.  

Many of them were given land grants here.
Ann Ricketts, Browns River History Group’s (BRHG) first

speaker for the year, has been very interested in the
Norfolk Island colonisers who came to the local area,
from Sandy Bay to Browns River.

One real point of interest is the first Kingborough Golf
Club House.  

The story of this little cottage on the golf course goes
way back before the creation of the golf course, when it
was the home of John Folley, a marine private in Sydney
who was a first fleeter.  

He moved to Norfolk Island and worked as a stonema-
son there, until he left to come to Hobart in 1808.

Ann Ricketts will be delivering a talk about John
Folley’s interesting story and how he ended up building
his cottage on land in Browns River (now Kingston) and
the history of the cottage since then.

The talk will be held on March 20 in the Library
Learning Centre at 8 Hutchins Street (old Kingston
Primary School) in Block A Room A1 from 3 pm to 4 pm.  

Last week, members of the Australian Education
Union (AEU) from across the state were set to
stop work on Friday, March 10 from 1.30pm, with
the Tasmanian Government responding by closing
all government schools from 1pm.

Instead, schools remained open on the day after 
the government finalised a revised teacher offer to 
AEU members. 

Minister for Education, Children and Youth Roger
Jaensch said negotiators worked tirelessly to ensure a
resolution was achieved and schools could operate as
per normal timetabling on Friday.

“I would like to thank families and students for their
patience during this process, and I am pleased to
announce schools will be open as normal on Friday,”
Minister Jaensch said.

“Importantly, our hardworking education staff will
shortly have the opportunity to vote on an offer that will
give them a fair and affordable pay rise, as well as addi-
tional in-class support roles and improved support for

early career teachers.”
Australian Education Union Tasmania President David

Genford said the Government could have avoided any
school closure confusion or inconvenience by providing
an offer with in-class support earlier.

“The only time the Rockliff Government has shifted is
when stop work action is on the table,” Mr Genford said.

“It should not have taken a planned walk-off and strong
union action for the Government to deliver students what
they desperately need.

“It also shouldn’t have taken 18 months for the
Rockliff Government to act on the need for more in-class
support in schools and colleges as teachers increasingly
walk away from the profession citing burnout.

“We will now carefully consider the revised offer 
and determine whether the promised in-class support
measures help meet the needs of educators, who 
for more than 18 months, have had their untenable
working conditions ignored by this government,” Mr
Genford said.

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Councils visit upgraded
water treatment plant
TasWater hosted Council representatives on a
tour of the upgraded Bryn Estyn Water Treatment
Plant (WTP) last week, allowing a look behind the
scenes at this essential asset to the community.

Representing Kingborough was the Kingborough
Council’s General Manager Gary Arnold.

Located at Plenty in the Derwent Valley, the Bryn Estyn
WTP is Greater Hobart’s primary source of drinking
water, providing around 60 per cent of the water sup-
plied to customers in the communities of Hobart,
Glenorchy, Clarence, Brighton, Derwent Valley,
Kingborough, Sorell and the Southern Midlands.

The upgrade is TasWater’s largest ever capital works

project and will see improved drinking water reliability
and long-term availability for the next 50 years. The
upgrade allows for further capacity to be added to meet
the increased demand as Hobart’s population grows.

The original plant was built in 1962 and construction
on the upgrade commenced in mid-2021. 

With all major structures and buildings completed, the
focus is now on completing the electrical and mechanical
installations prior to commissioning the new infrastructure.

By increasing capacity and modernising infrastructure,
the upgrade will improve operational efficiency and
enable the reliable supply of 160 million litres of water
per day to 200,000 customers in Greater Hobart.

Road Safety Advisory Council
partners with Hawthorn
The Road Safety Advisory Council 
(RSAC) and the Hawthorn Football Club 
has announced a new partnership in an
effort to save young Tasmanian lives on 
our roads.

Cup is a great way to do that because it gives us
a direct line to the Tasmanian community and
provides an opportunity to embed a culture of
road safety across the state.
“And it’s not just the players. 
“Their friends, siblings and peers will all be

watching and hopefully learning what being safe
on the roads means,” Mr Tilyard said.
The RSAC Tassie Hawks Cup is a two-day gala

event for year nine and ten male and female
football competitions in the north, north-west
and south of Tasmania.
The event brings each region’s top school

teams together to play for the state title and 
honour of being the RSAC Tassie Hawks Cup
champions.
Dedicated content focusing on key road safety

issues will be shared on Hawthorn’s digital and
social media platforms, at UTAS stadium and on
the ground engaging with school children across
Tasmania.

Expansion to prescriptions
