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Learning centre is
coming to Longley

Wheelhouse Tas Inc is opening Tasmania’s first self-directed
learning centre (SDL) in Lower Longley on July 24.

Co-founder Marion Thomas said they decided to base the centre in
Lower Longley as it is easily accessible to both upper Channel and
Huon Valley teenagers on the bus route.

Marion spent most of her childnhood in Kingborough but has since
lived in many places, both within Australia and abroad.

She has a diverse background which includes disability support and
literacy-oriented roles.

Wheelhouse’s other co-founder Mel Storey is experienced in starting
up non-profit organisations, is a foster carer and an enthusiastic
self-directed learner herself.

“While some children thrive in school, we could see many children,
especially teenagers, were craving an alternative,” Marion said.

“For some, it's a craving for somewhere homely and safe, with a
sense of community.

“For others it is a longing to run with their strengths and interests,
which may be highly academic, creative, and/or more hands-on than
traditional schools allow.”

Planning reform

Later this year, Kingborough will undergo planning reform
with the incoming Tasmanian Planning Scheme expected to
be publicly exhibited (community consultation).

Kingborough Mayor Paula Wriedt said the Tasmanian Government
is moving to a single planning scheme, known as the Tasmanian
Planning Scheme.

“Until the Tasmanian Planning Commission (TPC) instructs Council
to begin the exhibition period (community consultation), Council can
only provide the information that was submitted to the TPC in 2019,”
Cr Wriedt said.

“The single planning scheme is intended to create uniformity in
planning across Tasmania and the process is overseen and managed
by the State Government.

“To ensure our community is aware of the future reform, Council has
sent out a brochure with everyone’s rates notices directing community
members to our website to get more information on the reform.

“The website will be updated with additional information as we get
closer to the exhibition period.

“We appreciate that the process is complicated, and we want to
provide more information about the zoning changes to the commu-
nity, but at the moment, we are unable to until there is direction from
the TPC.

“If we were to promote it before that time it would lead to confusion
within the community as further changes could occur.

“Once exhibition begins later in the year, the community will also be
able to make written representations to indicate support for and or
raise objections or concerns with any planning changes proposed.”

The final version of the Long-Term Plan incorporates feedback received during the public consultation on the
exposure draft of the document.

Premier and Minister for Health Jeremy Rockliff said the release of the final version of the Long-Term Plan was
an important milestone in the government’s health reform agenda.

“The Long-Term Plan outlines how our government will deliver, in partnership with the Tasmanian community, its
plan for all Tasmanians to be supported by a world-class, innovative and integrated health system,” the Premier said.

“Our Plan will see a more connected health system that meets the needs of Tasmanians now, and into the future.

“We are committed to building a sustainable health system and we will do this by connecting care across
acute, subacute, rehabilitation, mental health, primary care, and care in the community.

“This includes in key areas such as supporting the health of older Tasmanians and the use of health naviga-
tors to assist people in accessing the services they need.

“The Plan is supported by regionalised profiles which identify the needs of each region for enhancement and
expansion and subsequent priorities, and how they will be delivered over the next five years.”

Progress toward the Long-Term Plan is already underway, through key initiatives including the 10-year digital
health transformation strategy, hospital masterplanning, and 20-year infrastructure planning.

Other key initiatives that are underway or soon to commence include:

e Equitable access to endoscopy with $38 million to deliver an additional 22,000 endoscopy procedures by 2027;

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Taking the icy plunge for cost-of-living
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The annual Loaves and Fishes Tasmania Solstice Splashes were held at Greens Beach and Kingston
Beach recently. ¢

Politicians, chefs, churches, service clubs, family and friends took a bracing winter dip in June to mark
the Winter Solstice and raise money to support many struggling Tasmanians finding themselves unable
to access safe and nutritious food, especially during the current cost-of-living crisis.

The annual Loaves and Fishes Tasmania Solstice Splashes were held at Greens Beach and Kingston Beach recently.

Loaves and Fishes is the state’s largest local emergency food provider.

They aimed to raise $80,000 from two swims to help deliver safe, nutritious food when people need it most.

This year’s swims provide support for expanding food production and collectively producing 9000 meals per week
for Tasmanians.

With their initial contribution of $50, Splashers also gained sponsorship support to brave the icy Tasmanian waters
for a three-minute Winter Solstice dip.

The UTAS Tasmania Project Cost of Living Survey showed one-in-two Tasmanians are skipping meals, buying fooc
on credit, and reducing or cutting out fresh fruit and vegetables due to budget pressures.

Loaves and Fishes CEO Andrew Hillier said while the swims were meant to be a fun community event, they
were designed to produce some discomfort so participants could identify with those who are frequently cold and
hungry.

“A record number of Tasmanians are going without food, sometimes for days, due to cost-of-living pressures,” he said.

“Many of those who are finding themselves hungry and needing help for the first time in their lives have jobs, but
simply can’t keep pace with rising food, rent and mortgage costs.
